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CATARACTS
A cataract is a clouding of the lens of the

eye that affects one’s vision. Cataracts develop
slowly and by age 80 over fifty percent of the
people in the U.S. have or have had cataracts. 

Warning signs that could indicate cataracts
include:

• Double vision
• Increased sensitivity to light
• Seeing a halo that surrounds light
• Vision that seems blurry, or seeing as

though your eyes were covered with a film
• Difficulty seeing in the dark or without

bright light
• Not seeing colors sharply
• Difficulty differentiating shapes and colors

from a background.
Wearing sunglasses and a hat with a wide

brim to block the ultra-violet sunlight may help
delay the occurrence of cataracts. Once cataracts
have formed, surgery that removes the cloudy
lens and replaces it with an artificial lens can be
performed.
