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Salt
There is a lot being written in the news

today about salt. It is one of the basic human
tastes. Salt is one of the oldest food seasonings
as well as an important step in
food preservation. It is also
important in fluid balance in
the body. However, too much
salt can lead to health
 problems such as an increase
in blood pressure and cardiac
problems.

Researchers estimate
that if you cut just a half a
teaspoon (3 grams) of salt from
your diet it would be a benefit to
heart and brain health. Cutting out
one half teaspoon could prevent up to
99,000 heart attacks and 66,000 strokes a year. 

Eating processed and packaged foods can
result in ingesting more than twice the recom-
mended amount. 

You have heard of a salt lick, now a few
easy steps will help you lick the salt habit:

• Learn to read food labels.
• Buy the low-sodium versions of prepackaged,

frozen, canned, or jarred foods and sauces.
• Choose fresh veggies over canned.
• Make things from scratch when you can, to

control the sodium content.
• Rinse canned foods before using.
• Don’t add salt to the water when you boil

pasta, rice, or cook vegetables.
• Instead of using the flavor packets that come

with instant or prepared foods, add your
own seasoning. 

• Choose fresh whole cuts of meat or fish over
processed, pressed, cured, or canned.

• Choose fresh herbs and salt-free spices
instead of salt.

• Mix oil with red wine vinegar or lemon juice
instead of salty salad dressings. 

• Season lean meat and veggies with onions,
mushrooms, peppers, and other fresh and
seasonings. 

• Stuff fresh crunchy veggies into sandwiches
or wraps instead of pickles or olives. 

• Hide the salt shaker.

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Annual Meeting
The Annual Congregational meeting was

held on January 30, 2011. 53 members attended
and enjoyed a delicious potluck dinner.

Our Treasurer reported a balanced budget
as of the end of the year. It was noted that the
shed had been rebuilt with the help of some the
men of the church, and leaders and youth
 members of Boy Scout Troop 5 and Venture
Crew 120. With donations of materials the
 project was completed for under $1,500. The
hand bells were refurbished with a sizeable
donation and some budgeted funds. The property
committee installed overhead sanctuary lights.
The cost was covered by memorial funds donated
in memory of Irving Baum.

The Budget for 2011 was submitted and
approved.

Jess Keller explained how we learned the
City of Allentown was proposing to sell the 1.25-
acre lot immediately across the street from the
church for $110,000 and of the investigation the
council has been doing to explore this potential
for growth. A motion was made and approved to
purchase the lot and to adopt a Capital Campaign
to raise $150,000.00 to cover the cost of the lot
and fund the two projects approved last year (the
back door foyer and window panel refitting). 

A motion was made and approved to create
a committee to investigate installation of an
 elevator and creating a capital campaign to fund
construction.

Fennell and Mark Maehrer.

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A Whale of a Tale …or Two
Kramer Christensen graduates from high

school this spring. A graduation project is a
requirement. Kramer chose a creative works
project because he felt it would challenge to
complete. He decided to create ten sculptures
around the theme “American Folklore.”

The sculptures he chose based on various
folk tales were: Bloody Mary, the Headless
Horseman, Bigfoot, the Wampus Cat, the King
of Sharks, the Jersey Devil, the Legend of the Sea
Hag, Paul Bunyan, Babe the Blue Ox, and Pecos
Bill vs. the Tornado.

The following is his report (accompanied by
photos of each of the sculptures.

My Journey through American Folklore
I have always been inclined to do any form

of project in a more artistic manner than it was
intended for. That would be the main reason for
choosing this particular project. Another reason
would be that I was going through some crypto-
zoological websites and found myself thinking
that these stories had the potential to be great
sculptures. Cryptozoology is the study of extinct
creatures or creatures whose existence has been
brought into question. Cryptozoology and folk-
lore tie together quite nicely seeing as many
cryptids are the roots or are part of most myths
and tales. Some examples of these would be the
leprechaun, or the siren, or to relate it more
directly with a sculpture of mine, the Jersey
Devil.The New Jersey Devil, also referred to as
the Leed’s Devil because of the story surrounding
it, is a popular and often discussed creature of
terrible origin. This happened to be my favorite
sculpture, not only because I
am a fan of the
 legend but
because
just
about
every-
thing
went right with this one. Only
one mistake was made in the
creation of this one in particular
and that would be the forms of support I gave it.
It could have been more stable but I should not
complain because it could have gone much
worse, like in the case of the Headless
Horseman.

The story behind this piece is a bit of an
embarrassment to me because it showed how I
got careless. I had planned out the construction
of this piece well and once it was put together it
seemed as though everything was stable enough.

I realized that I was wrong when the reigns I had
made for the horse out of clay were drying and
then broke. This hardly fazed me because I was
sure that I could find some replacement that
would fit much better, “maybe
leather” was the solution that my
mentor came up with. This was
indeed suitable
and possibly
 better than the
previous one.
The next thing
that happened
truly saddened
me. The sword
that I had made
from clay, using
a popsicle stick as
the backbone, cracked
into many small pieces and no longer resembled
a sword in the least bit. Again I had to come up
with something that could replace it. The solu-
tion to this problem was to make it out of metal.
This I thought was a much better idea than the
previous one and was happy with it. Everything
seemed to be working out in my favor with this
piece, even though I had come across many more
problems than usual, until the firing at least.  I
had failed to double check that there was an air
escape in the horse like in the horseman so that
it would be safe for the bisque firing in the kiln.
Unfortunately it was not and both the horse and
horseman ended up headless. There had been a
bubble in the horse’s neck which caused it to
crack and explode due to pressure built-up in the
air pocket. This caused a great crush of my own
self confidence and on top of that I had to make
the same sculpture again. I was not so keen on
this idea mind you and was even less inclined to
make so soon after that particular failure, but I
had to if I was to carry on with the project. The
second time around I was extra careful to make
every precaution to ensure success and prevent
the past from repeating itself. This turned out to
be just what I needed. It took me from my too
relaxed state and put me back on the cautious
edge and also resulted in the creation of a great,
better than the original, piece.

I didn’t have nearly as much trouble with
any other piece as I had with the headless horse-
man. Of course considering it was the last piece I
made I suppose my failure was due to my over
confidence in my abilities and the fact that I was
just getting cocky. My first pieces, for example,
came out perfectly fine because I was being overly
cautious in the beginning and making sure that
everything came out okay. Babe the Blue Ox, for
one, came out just fine because he was my first
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sculpture for this project. He was my baby, my
precious creation, number one. I did notice,
however, that during the process I was getting a
tad careless with every completed sculpture. I
made sure to hollow them all out up until the
Headless Horseman, though. But again, the rest
went a lot more smoothly than I had anticipated
and it was pleasing and comforting to see them
come out of the kiln unharmed, or at least mini-
mally damaged. Now that that story has been
told, on to the rest!

As many are familiar
with Babe the Blue Ox
most of them are also
familiar with his
 master the giant lum-
berjack, Paul Bunyan.
Paul Bunyan was a

very fun piece to
make because I
envisioned it
being very color-

ful so as to go
along with

Babe. I thought
of the forest being

a dark green and
his attire to be of red

plaid and blue pants. I basically had that figured
out before I even touched the clay with which I
was to make him. I feel that the colors that I
chose for this sculpture are aesthetically pleasing
to the eye in how they blend with each other and
how vivid Paul’s clothing is in comparison to the
base. Although that is not to say that the others
are unappealing due to their less colorful nature.

The Wampus Cat is a particularly earthy
colored piece
because I wanted
to capture its wild
nature from the
story. The story is
of a Native
American girl
who eavesdrops
on sacred stories
and is transformed
forever into a half
cat half human creature for evermore. She lives
in the wild so I figured that it should look dirtied
and rugged from being away from its people for
so long. This is a similar thing that I did with the
Headless Horseman since he had been buried
underground.

Now onto some of the darker pieces. The
legend of the Sea Hag is the story of a spirit that
calls to sailors and pulls them into the ocean,
quite similar to a siren. I noticed this and figured;

why not just show their demise
in the form of one simple scene.
This scene is a hand holding a

ship. It represents the Sea
Hag dragging its victims into

the ocean all in one go. The
waves of course represent
the ocean. 

Another of the darker
ones is Bloody Mary.
Bloody Mary is the story of

a witch who was burned at
the stake and cursed her

name so that those who repeat it
shall be mutilated and their spirits taken

by her. I wanted the sculpture to really show the
darkness of the story without
lightening it at all. The darkened
mirror was a big part of the dark
evil theme as black is frequently
associated with evil
or darkness. The
sculpture most
accurately
depicts Mary
grabbing hold
of her pray
and dragging it
back into the
mirror to be
killed, quite
the dark
theme really. I
am very glad
that my mentor
has such confi-
dence in my painting
skills so as to trust me to make paints and glazes
mix together well in a piece or he wouldn’t have
let me do it at all for such an important project.
Bloody Mary has a combination of paint and
glaze, two very different looking colorings,
though I needed to mix them to achieve a certain
color scheme. Had I not done this I don’t think it
would have looked as good.

The last of my sculptures are King of
Sharks, Pecos Bill Wrangles a
Tornado, and Bigfoot. King of Sharks

is about the king of sharks who
transforms into a man to marry a

beautiful Hawaiian girl. To show
this I made him come
out of the water mid

transformation. He was
said to have had a
shark’s tooth neck-
lace. I did not want to

leave this out so I made
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it out of a real shark’s tooth. This was a very
exciting thing for me because I wanted some-
thing natural within the piece. Bigfoot was a
similar case. To represent the forest floor I added
some sticks and
leaves and twigs as
natural elements to
make it feel like a
real footprint in
the forest.
Bigfoot was
quite honestly
the most
amusing of the
ten sculptures
simply because
I really got to “get
into” my work. By
this I mean that I stepped in
the clay instead of making some fake foot mold.
Why complicate something that can be accom-
plished so simply? Onto the last of them!

Pecos Bill is quite the mystical figure, with
many stories surrounding him. With so
many choices I chose this one
because I wanted something that I
could use varying types of materials on.
In this piece I definitely achieved that.
Bill is made of clay, the base is made of
plaster, the tornado, of paper mache, and
the lasso is simply a bit of twine. I wasn’t
too happy with how this piece looked before I
painted it and was not excited about it but as
soon as I started  painting it I was glad that I
pursued the project. The different colors work-
ing together keeps the viewer entertained
but the fact that Bill is such a contrast
in color and all of the different materi-
als does not distract one from seeing the
piece as a whole instead of in pieces, this is a

very good thing that I am glad that I achieved.
Now last but not least my mentor: Mr. Jon

Roylance. He was quite the help and a great
source of incite when I needed it. He assisted me
in anyway he could and critiqued my work in
ways that only someone who cared for my
 success could. When asked he would answer.
When an inquiry was made as to a certain
 technique or material he would listen and
answer as best he could and allow me to experi-
ment, thus not hindering my creative flow. He
allowed me to go all over the place but kept me
on topic and kept me working through to the
very end. He was a great deal of support and I
was glad that I could work with him on some-
thing so important to me.

This project was pretty entertaining.
Constantly I had to figure out what to do next
and how to do it. It kept me busy and was a
great bit of practice in my sculpting skills. I have
found that this is definitely something that I
enjoy and that I could do this for a career. I have
evolved from what I once was and have discov-
ered that I can do things artistically that I
thought I could not achieve in the past. This
project has opened my eyes to the fact
that I can create great things if I put my
mind to it. 

Kramer received an
“Outstanding” grade for his work.

The little boy pulled his hand out of his

pocket and studied the coins in it. “Well, how
much is a plain dish of ice cream?” he inquired.

By now more people were waiting for a
table and the waitress was growing impatient.
“Thirty-five cents,” she brusquely replied.

The little boy again counted his coins. “I’ll
have the plain ice cream,” he said.

The waitress brought the ice cream, put the
bill on the table and walked away. The boy
 finished the ice cream, paid the cashier and left.
When the waitress came back, she began to cry
as she wiped down the table. There, placed
 neatly beside the empty dish, were two nickels
and five pennies. You see, he couldn’t have the
sundae, because he had to have enough left to
leave her a tip. 

Fourth Important Lesson—The Obstacle 
in Our Path

In ancient times, a King had a boulder
placed on a roadway. Then he hid himself and
watched to see if anyone would remove the huge
rock. Some of the King’s wealthiest merchants
and courtiers came by and simply walked around
it. Many loudly blamed the King for not keeping
the roads clear, but none did anything about
 getting the stone out of the way.

Then a peasant came along carrying a load
of vegetables. Upon approaching the boulder, the
peasant laid down his burden and tried to move
the stone to the side of the road. After much
pushing and straining, he finally succeeded. After
the peasant picked up his load of vegetables, he
noticed a purse lying in the road where the
 boulder had been. The purse contained many
gold coins and a note from the King indicating
that the gold was for the person who removed

the boulder from the roadway. 
The peasant learned what many of us never

understand! Every obstacle presents an opportunity
to improve our condition. 

Fifth Important Lesson—Giving When 
it Counts

Many years ago, when I worked as a
 volunteer at a hospital, I got to know a little girl
named Liz who was suffering from a rare and
 serious disease. Her only chance of recovery
appeared to be a blood transfusion from her 
5-year old brother, who had miraculously
 survived the same disease and had developed the
antibodies needed to combat the illness. The
 doctor explained the situation to her little brother,
and asked the little boy if he would be willing to
give his blood to his sister. 

I saw him hesitate for only a moment
before taking a deep breath and saying, “Yes I’ll
do it if it will save her.” As the transfusion
 progressed, he lay in bed next to his sister and
smiled, as we all did, seeing the color returning
to her cheek. Then his face grew pale and his
smile faded. He looked up at the doctor and
asked with a trembling voice, “Will I start to die
right away?” 

Being young, the little boy had misunder-
stood the doctor; he thought he was going to
have to give his sister all of his blood in order to
save her.

Most importantly… “Live with no regrets.
Treat people the way you want to be treated.
Work like you don’t need the money. Love like
you’ve never been hurt. And, dance like you do
when nobody’s watching.”
